Conditional Registration

How to apply for Conditional Registration for historic and left-hand drive vehicles.

1. The owner or owners of the vehicle must be a financial member of the Sporting Car Club of SA Inc. and remain a financial member whilst the vehicle is registered.  If to be registered in joint names, then all owners must be financial members of the Club.  Vehicles can only be registered in company names providing that the company is a corporate member of the Club.

2. The vehicle can be any power driven vehicle suitable for use on public roads.

3. The roadworthiness of the vehicle is totally the responsibility of the owner/driver.

4. The vehicle must be a minimum of 30 years old and at this time, manufactured prior to 31/12/1980.  You may be required to produce proof of the manufacture date.  If your vehicle is post-1971 a manufacturers ID Plate must be fixed to the vehicle stating the date of manufacture.  Should this not be available the vehicle will have to be taken to the Transport SA at Regency Park for an inspection, prior to the issue of the MR334 form.  All vehicles purchased from interstate or overseas will be required to be inspected by Transport SA at Regency Park.

5. The vehicle must be substantially unaltered from the way it left the manufacturer.

6. You will have to present your vehicle for inspection to the appointed club representative.  The following will be checked.:

a. Date of manufacture

b. The vehicle has not been modified and is substantially unaltered

c. The engine number on the engine block.

This must be visible and legible – not filled with paint or grease.

It is your responsibility to locate the engine number prior to presenting the vehicle for inspection.  If the engine number cannot be located promptly or the engine is dirty and greasy the vehicle will not be inspected and you will have to come back when it can be located and is clean enough to be read.

7. If your vehicle is a left hand drive vehicle manufactured prior to 1 January 1974, it will have to be presented to Transport SA Regency Park Inspection Centre for a full inspection. Transport SA will issue a “Left hand drive Exemption” when the vehicle passes the inspection, then it can be presented to the Club for inspection and issue of a MR334 form.

8. You will need to present your current Club membership card.  Once your vehicle has been inspected and meets the requirements for Conditional Registration you will be issued with a MR334 form.

9. You will have to take the MR334 form along with your current registration certificate, renewal form or an application form to register a vehicle to any Transport SA Customers Service Centre.  You will then be able to register the vehicle for either 1, 2 or 3 years.

When registering your vehicle request the “extension”.  There is no cost.  This entitles you to drive your vehicle on to the road for a distance of 500m either side of the gateway of the address on your registration papers without making a Log Book entry.  This is for the purpose of relocating vehicles on your property – no other use is allowed.
10. You will then have to present your registration certificate to the appointed club representative or club office (on Wednesday to Friday only). You will be issued with a Log Book and your registration certificate will be endorsed with that Log Book number. Cost for Log book is $5.00 payable to the Club. (Cash only).
11. You are then set to use your vehicle for a maximum of 90 days in the registration year.

12. Each day the vehicle is used one line in the Log book must be completed with the destination and be signed by the driver.  If your Log book is not completed and signed when the vehicle is being driven, then you are driving an unregistered and uninsured vehicle, substantial penalties apply.
13. You can use your vehicle in any State of Australia and any person with an Australian drivers’ license can drive the vehicle provided they sign the Log book.

14. When you renew your registration you are then required to present the new registration certificate and Log book to the appointed Club representative or club office.  These will be stamped and the currency of the Log book updated.

15. You will have to renew your club membership between 1st July and 14th August each year.  Once renewed, you will have to present your log book and the front section will be stamped and completed to state that you are a financial member of the Club.  Remember if you do not remain a financial member of SCCSA, you are driving an unregistered vehicle.  Current Fine $750.00.

Our Club has 3 members who are authorised to inspect vehicles for Conditional registration.
