DATING COMMITTEE - VETERAN CAR SECTION

The function of the Dating Committee of The Veteran Car Section is to examine the provenance of a member's vehicle and then, on a certificate, give an opinion as to its date of manufacture and the category most describing it. Naturally only vehicles belonging to members of the Sporting Car Club of South Australia can be considered.

The Dating Committee works with the processes and guidelines of the `Federation Internationale des Vehicules Anciens' (FIVA) and the Association of Veteran Vehicle Owners in Australia.

Vehicle dating begins with a request in writing from the owner on a form (supplied by the section) which describes the vehicle. The following comments are provided to assist the process.

· The vehicle should be in running condition or be assembled with all major parts in place and close to being in running condition.

· The request in writing should list as much information as practical summarised on the form supplied.

· The Dating Committee is appointed by the Committee of the Veteran Car Section & the work of the members is entirely voluntary. Therefore it is expected that owners may have to assist with research.

· As far as practical the dating procedures will follow the guidelines of FIVA.

· As well as considering the information supplied, members of the Dating Committee will inspect the vehicle at least once and will seek information from others.

· The Dating Committee will use its best efforts to complete the task expeditiously and surely but it is not always easy to date a vehicle quickly and with precision.

In the application for Dating the information requested on the form includes:

History

· Make & model

· Place of manufacture

· General history of the vehicle.

· Copies of press cuttings.

· Registration details.

· Details of repairs and restorations.

· Also useful is information from the makers manufacturing schedules, date and place of delivery.

· Previous owners

Technical

· Description and general dimensions.

· Manufacturers model designation

· Details of makers markings such as numbers.

· History of replacement components.

· Engine dimensions

· Ignition

· Clutch , gearbox and transmission description

· Chassis description, wheelbase and suspension

· Braking arrangements

· Wheelbase, rear axle & front axle details

· Steering details

· Lighting

· Body description

Committee Action
The committee will acknowledge the receipt of the application & may consult with the applicant & may request further details. If the investigation is likely to be prolonged the applicant will be so informed.

At the end of the process a written certificate will be provided stating the committee's opinion as to the authenticity & dating of the vehicle.
